Options to get around the blocks

Use your work experience as credit to
complete a two year college diploma. Prior
Learning Assessment and Recognition
(PLAR) is available through Douglas
college and many local colleges.

Complete a BCR on line using your
college diploma and university courses
(up to % of your BCR degree can be from
other institutions).

Negotiate an 8 course customized
professional diploma in Community
Rehabilitation and Disability Studies.

Complete a BCR after a first degree.
Depending on your first degree this might
require one to two years of study.

You can choose from over 30 specialized
courses in disability studies, health, social
justice, professional skills, community
inclusion, futures orientation.
